1. Feedback Mechanism

2. Feedback Analysis

Once the feedback is collected from the stakeholders, the criterion-I coordinator and IQAC
Committee analyze the feedback both quantitatively and Qualitatively. Based upon the analysis
action plan is prepared. For every question in the Feedback form, there are five choices for the
answers and these were assigned marking as per the following scheme.

1 Fully Satisfied 4
2 Satisfied 3
3 Partial Satisfied 2
4 Unsatisfied 1
5 Fully Unsatisfied 0

Calculation for average score is illustrated in the following example:

(Fully Satisfied), 30students answered option 2 (Satisfied), 20students answered option 3 (Partial
Satisfied),5 students answered option 4 (Unsatisfied), 5 students answered option 5 (Fully Unsatisfied),
